Basic numeracy is a valuable skill 
and the times tables are an        in-
trinsic aspect of mathematical  
understanding. Children should 
have an automatic recall of their 
times tables - and be able to      an-
swer questions out of times    table 
order. This skill will help    children 
solve other mathematical problems 
- eg. If a child knows that 4x7=28, 
they also know that 28õ7=4.
